World War 1
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All the village men - about one sixth of the population at that time and almost all the
men of “fighting age” were in the forces, and their names are on the Roll of Honour on
the back inside wall of the village Parish Church
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Those who died are listed separately at the bottom
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Postcard from Private J Lockwood who was wounded on 20t May 1918
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Peter married Bertha
Rothwell, whose
parents owned a
poultry farm, and they
bought him a flak
jacket.

When the shell fell it
killed all the men in the
picture except Peter.

There was a hole in the
back of his coat and so

he was almost certainly
saved by the jacket
